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OLD DOG VESTIBULITIS

Hopefully you're fortunate enough to have
your PWD live a long and healthy life. I was
blessed to have 13 years with Cruiser before in
mid-winter 2009 I came home to find him
staggering badly, reluctant to get up and tilting
his head to the right side. My first thought was a
stroke. But then I realized there was no
paralysis, just the staggering and head tilt. A
quick trip to the vet confirmed my second guess
of vestibulitis.

This is a not uncommon disease of older
dogs. It is an inflammation of the middle ear, the
vestibule, which gives them their sense of spatial
orientation. The good news is that for most dogs
it is self-limiting frequently without any lasting
side-effects though some dogs will continue to
have a head tilt after recovery.

The symptoms to look for are staggering,
nystagmus (rapid twitching of the eyes), head
tilting to one side, walking in circles in one
direction only and a reluctance to move and/or
eat. The head tilt and circling will be in the
direction of the affected ear. The reluctance to
move and/or eat is due to the nystagmus which
causes mild to severe nausea for the dog.

There is no “cure” other than time. Anti-
nausea medications may help if you can get them
down the dog. Cruiser was so nauseous he would
clamp his jaws tight not taking any food, water
or medication. I chose not to force the
medicine, rather used a syringe without a needle
(a kitchen baster would also work) to force water
through his clenched teeth to keep him
hydrated.

Generally the condition is self-limiting,
lasting from a few days to perhaps a month. In
Cruiser’s episode, the worst was over in about a
week and a half. He continued to have minor
impairment to his balance but it did not
generally cause significant problems and he
returned to enjoying life.

While it’s a miserable experience for both
you and your dog, it is rarely permanently
debilitating. So if you see these symptoms, take a
minute as you're calling the vet’s office to watch
you dog’s movements. If they match these
described symptoms he will probably have a few
tough days then return to good health for his
age.

Tips, Tricks, and an
Overview of Water Practice 2010 -
PWDCNC style

amount of new people and new dogs sign up for
water practice this year — a 25% increase from
last year! I don’t know if it’s that we’re having
the National practically in our back yard down
in SLO, or if all of our dogs have been secretly
leaving messages for us in our dreams because
they want to swim. Either way, I want to
personally welcome any new handlers to the
PWDCNC Water Practices. I hope that your
“crew” will be helpful to you in your training. I
also want to let everyone know about our new
scheduling site:

All scheduling for PWDCNC-sponsored
Water Practice will be through this site, and
this site only. Anyone can look at the schedule,
but you will need to register if you want to add
yourself onto the schedule. Please bear with us
while we go through the growing pains
associated with a new system. Anyone with

Reminders for everyone who will practice
at Shadow Cliffs this year

Our water practices are just that —
PRACTICE - no formal lessons are given
during the practice time, although experienced
handlers are happy to share with you what has
helped them in the past. Of course every team
is different, so “your mileage may vary.” I
would recommend that you read, and re-read,
and then read again the PWDCA Water
Manual, which is available at http://
www.pwdca.org/activities/waterwork/

2008 WaterTrialManual.pdf to download.

Someone from the water committee can
answer your questions, just ask! There are some
water camps available around the country
(Texas & the Pacific Northwest are two that
come to mind), where you will have intense
training in the water, and if you have the time
and resources to attend one, go for it! Many
times these workshops are followed by a one-
day trial. I can attest to the fact that these
workshops WORK. My Ginger passed her
Working Water Dog title last year after a 2-day
workshop.

Please come to practice with a plan in mind
as to what you want to accomplish with your
dog in your 30 minutes. Some people spend
5-10 minutes “playing” with their dog in the
water with the equipment to familiarize their
dog with the water and the equipment in a fun
manner. Others will focus on retrieving at a
short distance, then longer distances, until the
dog is retrieving at full distance. And yet others
will want to do a “dry run” of a trial, going
straight through all of the exercises (in order)
with a judge, land steward, and boat stewards.

Once during the season, try to pick up a
drop-in slot or trade a slot with someone. It is
always helpful to see other practice groups; you
may get different training tips and you
definitely will get another perspective to
training, not to mention meeting new people

that share a passion for PWDs!

Wiater Practice is a time-consuming event,
so if you are not ready to commit a half-day
each week to traveling to Pleasanton,
practicing with your dog, and stewarding for up
to 8 others, come out and watch a practice and
see what all of the excitement is about.

Information for OnewbiesO to Water Practice

Welcome to the wacky, wonderful world of training
your Portuguese Water Dog for our very own, breed-
specific Water Trials! This brief introduction is an
overview of what to expect from our Water Practices, as
well as basic training and equipment needs for the
beginner.

I. Equipment : The beginning water practice
team actually needs very little equipment to
start. As in any dog sport, additional items
can be purchased to make your life easier at
practice and to increase both your
enjoyment and the effectiveness of your
training time with your dog. Tou will be in
the water (not just your dog) — this is a team
sport! So in addition to “water-wear,” such
as a swimsuit or wet suit, here are the
requirements of what you will need for the
2 beginning levels, plus some
recommendations to make your training day
more fun and enjoyable:

a. Junior Water Dog
1. Dog water harness
ii. Retrieving dummy
111. Personal Flotation Device/
PFD (life vest) for the handler
1v. Closed-toed shoes for the
handler

b. Apprentice Water Dog — all of the

items for Junior Water Dog, plus
1. Underwater retrieve article
1. Float line

c. Additional recommendations:
i. Floating long line (a long
leash to be used on your dog,
especially if you are not sure how
it will behave in public off-leash)
1. Basket or gear bag to hold
equipment
ii1. Life vest for your dog
(believe it or not, some PWDs
actually need assistance to learn
how to swim, plus it helps keep
them from getting more tired
out during your 30 minute
practice)

iv. Large-brimmed hat to keep the
sun off your face

v. Sunscreen and lip balm

vi. Ex-pen or crate for your dog

vii. Fabulous training treats or toys
that you only use at water
practice

viii. Towels (for trainer and dog)

ix. Dog Shampoo (a hose/sprayer
are available for your use)

X. Snacks and water (for you and
your dog)

2. Training:  Basic obedience training is
REALLY helpful when starting in Water
Practice, but not essential, especially if you
have a young puppy. For the Junior level,
you are allowed to hold onto your dog’s
harness for many of the exercises. Even at
the Apprentice level, you are allowed to
gently guide your dog by the harness
between exercises. Most judges will remind
you of this, and even urge you to do so! If
you don’t have a solid “sit-stay,” use the next
month or so to get that down — you will be
glad you did, since many of the exercises at
the Apprentice level require a sit-stay. If you
haven’t had a chance to read my article from
the Winter Wavies & Curlies, you might
want to go back and take a look at some of
the games you can play with your dog to get
Fido ready for Water Practice.
